They wili research the Blitz and evacuations, writing an
information poster for children, They will investigate first-hand accounts of
evacuation and the European children’s experiences and read parts of The Diary
of a Young Gitl by Anne Frank. Plotting journeys on a map and finally pfan and
write their own wartime stories.
